Dear Parents,

Earlier this winter, we sent a reminder to parents about the attendance policy with regard tofffamily
vacations scheduled when school is in session. Part of our intent in sending that reminder \as to
emphasize to parents how difficult it is for students and teachers when students have planngd
absences during exams. Unfortunately, there have been a number of instances this year wjpere
students have been absent for family vacations not only during exam days but during regular school
days. As a result, we have determined that a revision of the policy is in order.

Thecurrent policy as stated in the Student/Parent Handbook reads as follows:

Family vacations or trips are STRONGLY discouraged during the school year when school (s in
session. The |l oss of class time may hayv a ne
record. We feel sufficient time for vacations is given during the school year and summer mgnths.

To be treated as an excused absence, parents must notify the Guidance Office in writing a fninimum
of 2 weeks before they are to leave (see Homework and Make up work).

TheHomework and Makeup work policy states the following:

In cases of absences, assignments, tests, projects, and quizzes must be made up within th¢ number
of days equal to the absence.

Theamended policyis as follows:

St. Maria Goretti High School recognizes that there are times when a family emergency call for

a student to miss several days of school. If a student must miss two or more days from schpol, it is
recommended that -Arer/ srhgee pi Altks aurpc ead ofParem fifr om t
The reason for the absence must be AREROVED by the administration PRIOR TO YOUR

L EAVING. Parents are urged to review the school calendar ahead of time and plan family gvents
accordingly. Prescheduled college/university visits are excused, as long as they are in keepjjng

with Guidance Department policies and procedures. The school does not approve absence for
vacations. These absences are considered unexcused, and teachers are NOT required to provide
makeup work or missed tests.

While the amended policy is now effective, students whose families have already notified th
school about an upcoming planned absence this Spring will be held to the previous policy. Rlease
note that there may be further revisions to the policy for next year. As always, our goal is t

help your student succeed academically, and this is best achieved when they are in attendghce.
