The Chinese have traditional din-

ners with moon cakes, tangerines, won 

ton soup, tea eggs, the traditional jas-

mine tea, and traditional sesame noo-

dles. More modernly, the American New 

Year festivities include clubbing, par-

ties, toasts to the New Year, and the 

sharing of friendship and family. The 

American New Year party foods in-

clude: grapes, pork, fish, crackers, cav-

iar, cheese, chips, wine, champagne, 

sparkling fruit juice, and cakes. New 

Year’s Day ends the American New 

Year, but the lantern festival at the end 

of February officially ends the Chinese 

New Year. 

Lyric McNeil - The Chinese New year 

is the most important of all the tradi-

tional holidays in China. Similarly, the 

American New Year is one of the most 

festive days of the year. Despite the fact 

that the cause for celebration is the 

same in both countries, there are many 

differences between the typical Ameri-

can New Year celebration and the Chi-

nese New Year extravaganza. For start-

ers, American parties are far from as 

festive as the infamous Chinese New 

Year’s celebrations. In China, the New 

Year festival is known collectively as 

"Spring Festival," the literal translation 

of the Chinese name 春节 (Chūn Jié). 

The oriental New Year is welcomed in 

with parades and dances in the streets. 

In comparison, America celebrates the 

New Year in many places, indoors and 

outdoors, the most famous location be-

ing Times Square in New York City. 

Many people pack into the relatively 

small square to watch the ball drop on 

New Year’s Eve. Some may prefer to 

watch the ball fall from the comfort of 

their very own home. Both the Chinese 

and American festivities begin on New 

Year's Eve, the Chinese with a reunion 

dinner and the American with big par-

ties and concerts. By New Year’s Eve, 

the typical Chinese partygoer should 

have completed the following: 

-Cleaned the entire home to rid it of all 

things associated with the old year.  

-Put away all brooms and brushes.  

-Paid all of one’s debts.

    Kailey Rhone - Thomas Palmer, a senior, recently returned 

from a 6 month stay in Germany as an exchange student.  

What made you decide to go to Germany? 

1. Well, as most of you know, I lived with Janik Buessenschu-

ett, a German exchange student who attended Goretti last year, 

and we became very close friends. Last winter, he told me that I 

should think about doing an exchange year in Germany and live 

with him. At first, I was very reluctant and thought I would 

miss so much of my senior year, not to mention being away 

from home so long. However, after much 

thought I applied to an exchange 

organization and ended up receiv-

ing a scholarship to study abroad. 

The decision to go or stay was 

definitely a tough one, but I 

couldn't pass up that kind of a 

once in a lifetime opportunity. 

How long did you stay? 

2. I stayed from July 21st, 2011 until January 6th, 2012. My 

first month was spent in Berlin, the capital of Germany, with a 

family who spoke very little English. The first month was a 

mandatory language and culture course required by my ex-

change organization with other Americans and South Africans. 

The rest of my time in Germany, I stayed with Janik, the ex-

change student I hosted last year, in a small village called 

Thedinghausen near Bremen. Bremen is the most beautiful city 

I have ever seen and I was fortunate enough to go there almost 

every weekend. 

What was the hardest cultural difference to adjust to? (Slang, 

mannerisms etc.) 

3. This is a very tough question. Besides the lan-

guage, Germans have a very different mindset and 

way of thinking than us Americans. The typical 

German is very direct. For example, my first day 

of school one German told me that he did not like my 

American shoes, and I had never talked to or seen him before 

his comment. They aren't afraid to speak their mind. Also, Ger-

man humor is very different; they are big fans of irony. I did 

not find most German humor funny. However, there were 

plenty of exceptions. 

What was the most memorable occasion from your trip? 

4. I had so many, so this is also a tough question! My most 

memorable trip was probably when I took a day trip with Janik 

to Hamburg, another large city in Germany. We visited cathe-

drals that were over a thousand years old, walked the clean 

streets of Germany, and, most important of all, went to a pro-

fessional soccer game. It was unbelievable to be in the huge sta-

dium for such a big game. The spirit of the fans is unlike any-

thing you can or will ever experience at a football or basketball 

game. The crowd is constantly roaring and people are so into 

the game. When there a goal is scored, the noise and reaction of 

the crowd is almost unex-

plainable! 

Were you homesick at all? 

5. I got homesick a couple 

times, but mostly on my 

birthday and on Christ-

mas because I kept think-

ing about my family and 

friends back home and 

what I would've been doing with them.  

What are the differences between education there and educa-

tion here in the United States? 

6. In Germany, by the time you are in 5th grade they decide 

whether you go to the higher level school or a lower level 

school. This has the advantage of putting the determined and 

smart students in the environment they need to be in to really 

learn and thrive. The disadvantage is that the students in the 

lower schools are often unmotivated and not put into an envi-

ronment where they can change that. Also, someone can get a 

very good job without going to a university; in fact, most peo-

ple do not attend a university. Another difference is that, in 

Germany, class participation (raising your hand, doing your 

homework, and asking questions) is worth 60% of your over-

all grade. The classes are much more general too, for example 

instead of pre-cal they just have Math 10, Math 11, and Math 

12. The education systems have almost nothing in common. 

If given the chance, would you go back? 

7. I would definitely go again.  

Why would you go back? 

8. It was the best time of my life. I became so much more ma-

ture and independent because I was on my own. I had to 

travel by train over 5 hours from my home in Germany multi-

ple times. I met some amazing people, learned a new lan-

guage, and experienced things I would've never imagined 

if I had not gone, like living the lifestyle of a whole new 

culture.

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Taylor James - òSherlock Holmes - A Game of Shadowsó 

    Guy Ritchie has cracked the case on how to get to the top 

of the box office with the second Sherlock Holmes movie. In 

this sequel, Holmes is once again up to his mischievous yet 

heroic ways to solve the case, kill the bad guy, save the world 

and get the girl. He accomplishes 

three of the four which is what leads 

him to find the villain of the movie 

and the master mind of crime from 

the first one as well, Professor 

Moriarty.  Holmes, of course, is not 

alone on his adventures but takes his 

faithful, smart and now married 

Watson along with him for the ride 

(after he throws Watson’s wife out 

of a moving train). Holmes is then in 

search of the professor, again and 

again dodging death while playing a 

game of cat and mouse with the professor who always seems 

to be one step ahead waiting for him in the shadows of every 

move he makes. Will Holmes beat Moriarty in time to save 

the world from the war he is trying to create or has Holmes 

met someone who can beat him in his own home, the shad-

ows?  

  Based on the movie’s plot development, it 

would easily grab 5 stars because of the director’s 

unique camera perspective that leaves you question-

ing. However, at some points, the movie is a little dif-

ficult to follow if you had had no knowledge of the 

history of the times in which the story was set.  Based 

on the characters, the movie would receive 4 out of 5 

stars. Holmes is eccentric and it can be hard to follow 

his type of thinking and even though you have Wat-

son who offers explanations that help you to under-

stand the basic concept of what Holmes is saying, be-

ing able to understand it from the horse’s mouth 

would be more effective to the audience. As a collective rat-

ing, the movie would receive 4.5 out of 5 stars.
